“Yanyarrie” is aboriginal for the eagle feathers that are part of
the Hahn Family Crest and are also featured in the background of
this elegant new label under Neil Hahn Wines.

Pale straw in colour with hints of green, this wine has delicate
floral musk and citrus aromas.

The palate is soft and approachable, with hints of lavender and
limes balanced by ripe pears and fresh acidity giving a complex
mouth-filling taste. The textured layers of flavours with a
mineral like backbone provide this wine with great length and
structure. A very good food wine.
